Green Government/NACIO Joint Meeting
Jane LeMaster’s Notes

July 12, 2008
Kelly Zonderwyk of NACo opened the meeting with an overview of the Green Government Initiative. This group meets four times a year – twice in person at the NACo annual and legislative conferences and twice via conference call in the Spring and Fall. The incoming chair of Green Government Advisory Board is Commissioner Pam Newton of Lake County, IL.
Kelly proposed the meeting to create a dialogue with NACIO in order to publicize Green Government initiatives and needs and to get input from NACIO members on additional means of promoting Green Government activities. 
These activities include: 

· Regularly scheduled green webinars. Recent offerings in May and June each drew between 60 to 80 people. The next webinar is in September and more than 200 are pre-registered.

· Green Counties Competitions – these contests serve to educate residents and employees. Information on these contests include press releases on one or both contests. 

· A searchable database in which counties can access information related to Green Government initiatives and other related government efforts. Adding information to this database helps further outreach efforts to counties, creates more press, helps counties with their efforts and serves as a resource when EPA asks for green data related to counties.

· An electronic Green Government Network, which distributes newsletters and includes access to a listserv

· Creating a template green government website for counties and customizable templates of NACo's green fact sheets.

The group’s website, www.greencounties.org, contains information including the searchable database, webinar information, competitions, presentations and fact sheets.  
NACIO members are urged to visit the greencounties website to broaden their knowledge base about the green opportunities available to counties. To assist in that effort, NACIO will add a link to the greencounties website.
